Dear parents/carers

I hope you have all had chance to reconnect with family and friends over the Christmas break.  I am looking forward to welcoming all pupils back to school tomorrow, Tuesday 4th January 2022.

Please note the following information, in line with new government guidance published yesterday.  It is recommended, to protect our school community from Covid, that all pupils and staff wear face coverings in communal areas and classrooms for a period of 4 weeks, when the guidance will be reviewed.  It remains a requirement that face coverings must be worn on school vehicles and on public transport.

Please, therefore, ensure that your son/daughter has a suitable face covering each day for use in school.

Testing for Covid will continue twice a week at school, with all pupils being tested tomorrow, on the first day back. 

In addition, we have the vaccination team coming into school on 11th January 2022, to offer first and second vaccinations for pupils who are 12 years or older.  We strongly recommend that, in line with Public Health England advice, that all pupils are vaccinated.  You will be contacted about this with further information in the forthcoming days.

This term we will have a renewed focus on attendance and punctuality.  I am therefore politely reminding you that pupils should be in school at 8.40 each day, in full school uniform, with a face covering, ready for learning.
