This year’s Sports Day will take place on Monday 8th July at Medway Park.   Children have all been allocated 
a house and will start contributing points to their houses, with an overall house cup being awarded at the 
end of the school year.  The four houses are Spartans, Gladiators, Titans and Warriors.   Your child has 
been told which house they are in.   
 
On Sports Day, children will compete in their house teams taking part in a range of track and field events 
such as discus, long jump, and running races. All sporting activities will be adapted to ensure they are age 
appropriate.  All children are encouraged to participate and support their house.  
 
Children are expected to arrive at school for normal time, wearing their PE kit with suitable footwear. 
Children will be given house t-shirts to wear during the event, which they are required to keep on at all 
times.  We will then leave for Medway Park, with pupils being transported by staff. We will aim to arrive 
at Medway Park at 10:15, with Sports Day beginning at 10:30. 
 
As the weather may be hot, we recommend children bring a hat, their own water and sun cream. 
Refreshments will be provided to pupils throughout the day, as well as a packed lunch, if they wish.  
 
Sports Day will finish at 12.15, after a presentation ceremony, with children being brought back to school 
for the remainder of the day. 
 
This year, for the first time, we will be sharing Sports Day with the secondary pupils and staff.  We have 
therefore decided to not have any parents or carers spectating.  There will be lots of photos taken, which 
will be shared with you. 
 
As always, we expect pupils to model our core values of kindness, commitment and resilience at all times. 
If any child is unable to do this or displays any unsafe or challenging behaviour, they will be brought back 
to school immediately.
